Troy. The entrance is located at 1400 Tyrone
just off of Dorset Road. The main entry brings
visitors into the preserve via a country lane
experience that is flanked by oak trees and
waving prairie. The corten steel sign and gate,
as well as the glacial boulder wall, help fea-
ture a unique mix of old and new.
